behalf.

A native of Ohio, where Mr. Spelman spent the greater part of his
life, he died in New York in 1881, at the age of 70.

It seems fitting that the name Spelman Seminary should be conferred

upon this school for women by one who, in intimate relations, loved and
honored him, and whose own heart beats in earnest sympathy with
every good work, and whose open hand scatters of his abundance
liberal things.

In addition to the large amount already donated, Mr. Rockefeller has

recently pledged ten thousand dollars towards a new building.
