Ezere is no greater honor for a Spelman woman than to receive an honor from her
alma mater, Spelman College. I will treasure this 110th anniversary Founders Day cele-
bration among the most treasured moments of my life.

“Even though you may come and go for reunions and for Founders Day, as volunteer,
as visitor, your heart never really leaves Spelman. I have had many proud and wonderful
associations with the College over the years, forty (years) to be exact—as a freshman student
in 1951, as a trustee in 1966, as wife of the fifth president of Spelman, as chair of the annual
Alumnae Fundraising Campaign, and forever as a loyal and devoted alumna.

“My message to you today is one of hope and love and aspiration.

“The plain truth is that in spite of often difficult, despiriting circumstances, in spite of what
we read in the papers or see on television, in spite of the statistics, most black American have
done it. We have built solid, loving families. We are hard working. We hold decent jobs. We
are leaders in our communities.

“We must applaud black womanhood and black manhood. We must celebrate their racial
dignity. This is an obligation that we all share. As we are prople of a legacy—the legacy
of our African-American pioneers, the men and women who broke down the wall of racial
discrimination on their way to distinction; the legacy of black men and women who gave
their lives for freedom, the legacy of Spelman College; the legacy of our founders, Ms. Giles
and Ms. Packard; a legacy that must be preserved and passed on to our children and our
children’s children, or we as a people will surely perish.

“It is a long way, indeed, a mighty long way for a poor, black, barefoot girl from the
cotton fields of Mississippi to Washington to the position of Deputy Assistant Secretary
for Health of the Department of Health and Human Services, the third highest ranking
medical position in the department. This department, the largest in our federal government,
with its budget of 3567 billion, its 120 employees, containing more than 200 programs that
impact upon the lives of all Americans daily, indeed many affecting the entire world. And, it
is because of Spelman College, its founding women, Ms. Giles and Ms. Packard, its benefac-
tors, the Spelman and Rockefeller families, the full, four-year tuition scholarship awarded me
in 1951, the nurturing provided me daily in this place— Sisters Chapel, but most of all, it is
for the opportunity Spelman College gave me for an education that has made it all possible.
And I for one will forever say, with a fierce and deep heartfelt emotion, the words: ‘Spelman,
thy name we praise.”

Sisters Chapel, Founders Day 1991
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As [ stand here, memories of Sisters Chapel flood my thoughts, from the earliest years into the
present— vespers, eight o’clock chapel services, two graduations, Christmas Carol and other concerts, my
wedding— even the all day taping of a Bill Cosby show in which I served as an extra!

“I have walked, sauntered, marched, skipped— illegally, of course—up and down these aisles and across this
platform. I have fiddled with the campus orchestra, sung with choruses, recitaled, soloed with a visiting sym-
phony orchestra— danced on a platform temporarily built at the treble level of the organ loft before the more
recent installation of the visible pipes— and, most importantly, gathered within these walls the fundamental
principles and basic philosophy of a way of living. More than a temple of worship, it was in every way my tem-
ple of learning whose high priests were resident, or visiting, philosophers, politicians, educators, scientists, men
and women of the arts and letters of the cloth— Howard Thurman, Reinhold Niebuhr, Vernon Johns, the
Johnsons (Mordecai, Charles, James Weldon), scientists, Arthur Compton and Robert Milliken, educators,
Robert Hutchins and William Trufant Foster. On more recent occasions, I’ve heard a stirring speech by Alice
Walker, beautifully responded to by Beverly Guy-Sheftall.

““4 month short of 64 years ago, I bounded up those steps to our right and stood in line waiting to shake the
hand of John D. Rockefeller, Jr. He was here to dedicate this building as a memorial to his mother and aunt.
What impelled me to join those waiting persons? I was 12 years old, understandably shy and awkward, totally
unable to speak! As I recall, he smiled pleasantly, giving no impression of haste about the next in line.

“It was a gracious prelude to all that has followed within these walls. Few of those occasions, however, have
meant to me what this one does.

“Thank you Dr. Cole and fellow alumnae for the exceeding joy of this moment.

“Proudly and humbly I join the prior recipients of the Founders Spirit Award. These women were all on
campus at some point during my seven years. They were strong in presence and have remained so after
graduation— a reassuring link between past and present that helps to reinforce the ability of an institution
to take on future responsibilities.

““Spelman— substantially, metaphorically— you have the capacity for all that lies ahead. My five days on
campus this week have furnished me with all the reassurance possible— hope and confidence—that young
women attending college at Spelman today will make this world a happier, better, safer, more stable place in
which all people can live!”

It is unclear to me whether
Spelman will be able to sustain
the promise of this hour, unless
we, who already are part of the
Spelman family, use what we
have and do what we can do,
and do it with enthusiasm, to
see that her momentum is
sustained. . ..”’

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Mw in its second year, the National
Alumnae Annual Fund Committee is
certainly making an impact as it con-
tributes to the success of the College’s
Alumnae Annual Fund Campaign.
Under the direction of its second
chairperson, Mary Shy Scott (C’50)
who succeeded Audrey Forbes Manley
(C’55), the Alumnae Annual Fund
Committee strives to accomplish a
variety of goals and objectives, all fun-
damental to the success of Spelman’s
fundraising efforts.

The first of the Committee’s goals is
to increase the overall dollar amount of
the Alumnae Annual Fund Campaign
by soliciting gifts of $500 and above.
The Committee, which represents a
cross-section of the College’s approx-
imately 7,000 alumnae of record, solicits
gifts from Spelman women only. Each
Committee member is asked to solicit
from 6-8 prospective donors.

Equally as important as the first goal,
the Committee is also charged with the
task of increasing the overall percentage
of alumnae contributing to the Annual
Fund. This is a significant responsibility
as only approximately 20% of all
Spelman alumnae are presently giving
annually. Within the context of this
assignment, the Committee is also
responsible for educating alumnae
about the needs and goals of the Col-
lege as well as the importance of giving
to the Alumnae Annual Fund Cam-
paign, as this specific effort provides the
Sfoundation for all fundraising done by
the College.

As the 1991-92 fiscal year nears its
June 30 end, we are hopeful that the

Committee will have successfully
accomplished much of what it set out
to do. Worthy of special mention is the
Jact that the President’s Society (gifts of
31,000 and above) membership has
more than doubled during last year’s
campaign as a direct result of the Com-
mittee’s efforts. With these results, it is
with great anticipation that we all look
Jorward to a successful completion of
the Committee’s efforts for this year’s
Alumnae Annual Fund Campaign.

The Importance of Giving

The importance of alumnae giving cannot be
stressed enough. Alumnae support is the foundation
of all fundraising for Spelman, providing a shining
example of dedication, tradition, and pride for the
College to hold up for other prospective donors to
Sce

We wish to remind you that there are numerous
ways of giving to the Alumnae Annual Fund Cam-
paign. Included among these are making a pledge
during one of our two annual phonathons, making a
year-end gift in December, contributing at Founders
Day, giving during the College’s annual Reunion
activities, and, finally, utilizing any of the direct mail
solicitations you receive over the course of the year.

For Spelman to continue to grow and prosper in
the coming years, it is imperative that alumnae
increase and expand the level of support they already
provide for the fundraising efforts of the College.

Please know that your gift to the Annual Fund is
unrestricted (the vast majority of gifts from Founda-
tions and Corporations as well as large individual
gifts from non-alumnae are restricted) thus allowing
Spelman an opportunity io apply the money
wherever the need is greatest. This includes scholar-
ships, faculty salaries, maintenance of the grounds,
computer equipment and improved classroom
facilities.
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
